Rule of the Week

Short pass - 12.1 & 12.2

A pass is when a ball is thrown from one player to another.

When a player passes the ball there must be sufficient space on the
court for an opposing player to be able to deflect or intercept the ball as

it moves from the hands of the passer to those of the receiver.

If two players from the same team gain possession of the ball in quick
succession, the player who gained possession of the ball first must
remain in possession and the hands of the player who gained
possession of the ball second must be removed. If the player who
gained possession of the ball second finishes in possession of the ball,

the pass will be deemed to be a short pass.
